Adjust Temperature with Running Water

This step only applies for units equipped with a TMA Navigator Mixing Valve.

This valve is NOT factory preset. Upon installation, the temperature of this valve must be checked and adjusted
to ensure delivery of a safe water temperature. Water in excess of 110°F (43°C) may cause scalding.

Troubleshooting — Thermostatic Mixing Valve

Before attempting to troubleshoot the valve or disassemble the components, check for the following conditions:

e |If stop valves are used, make sure that they are fully open.

¢ Make sure that the hot and cold inlet pipes are connected properly, and that there are no cross-
connections or leaking stop valves.

e Check the hot water heater output to make sure that it is at least 10° F above the set temperature.
