1. Remove the fixture and parts bag(s) from the carton.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1.  Attach the mounting ring to the junction box using
     the mounting screws. (The green screw should face out).

2.  Thread the studs into the mounting ring at the proper spacing. 
     Adjust the studs so that they extend 3/16" beyond the back of the fixture.

3. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the junction box
   or the green screw on the mounting ring.

4. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the junction 
box. Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener 
(wire nut). Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap 
the connection with the electrical tape so that the connections 
seals the end of the fastener.

5. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire in the 
junction box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 4.

6. Using the two (2) end balls, fasten the fixture to the junction 
box.

7. Place the glass tube.( See Figure-1)
