FIXTURE PREPARATION

1. Remove the fixture, parts and parts bag(s) from the carton.

        In regular circumstances the BLACK wire will be the "Hot" lead and the WHITE wire will be the "Neutral" or "Common" lead

        A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the "Ground". In older buildings it is always good practice to reconfirm the polarity of the wiring.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION

1.  Attach the modified heavy duty zinc plated strap together 
    with the swivel holder to the junction box.
   (The green screw should face the floor)

   Place the modified heavy duty zinc plated strap at the 
   junction box and fasten using the round head screw then

   fasten the 1/2-13 threaded rod with the corresponding nuts.

2. Determine the overall desired length of the fixture. Assemble the adjustable stems 

    one at a time onto the fixture leads. Tape the end of the leads to a stiff wire (coat hanger) 
    to aid in pulling them through the stems. Place the canopy onto the stem. 
    Assemble the ball swivel on the stem.

4. Cut off the excess fixture wire 6" beyond the swivel ball on the stem.

    Strip 12" insulation from the ends of the wire. Twist the wire strands
    together.

5. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.
   Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about 

   1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape so that the
   connections seals the end of the fastener.

6. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire
    in the outlet box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 5.

3. Hang the fixture to the swivel holder. Make sure to fit the groove of the

    swivel ball to the tongue of the swivel holder. Then attach the SAFETY CABLE
    to the building or structure or brace. (See figure-02)

7. Pull up & attach the canopy to the mounting strap and secure it with ball nuts. (See Figure-03)

8. Install glass (smooth surface of the glass must be facing the frame) on the provided threaded rod 
   and secure it with silicone washer. Glass should be in alternate height (See Figure-05). 

   If the glass is loose use the provided thin silicon washer(use 2 as needed).
    



9. Install the lamps. (Type - B Lamp).
