1. Attach the mounting strap to the outlet box.(The green screw should face Canopy —”
the floor).

2. Remove the threaded ring from the screw collar loop. Fully thread the screw collar loop @/

onto the nipple. Thread the hex nut onto the nipple and the nipple into the mounting strap. Ring
Place the canopy over the screw collar and against the ceiling. Adjust the nipple so J
that 1/4" of threads on the screw collar loop extend beyond the canopy. Tighten the hex nut
against the crossbar. Using the threaded ring, install the canopy. See Figure 1.

5. Measure 6" of lead and ground wire beyond the top of the chain. Cut off the excess wire.
Strip the insulation off the ends of the leads exposing approx. 1/2" of wire. Twist the
strands of wire together. Push the leads and ground wire up through the screw collar
loop and into the outlet box.

6. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box of

the green screw on the mounting ring.
